Some years ago blue plastic watering cans
seemed to be strewn about flower shops, but
nowadays we have more opportunities to see
personalized flower shops adorning street
markets. People can catch glimpses of quaint
little shops to chicly premium shops tightly
packed with flower arranging materials and
arrangements.

On one hand there is convenience and
materialistic wealth on the other being
surrounded by flowers and the connected
feeling of an elevated lifestyle. One of the key
players behind this is the flower shop (or rather,
if | don’t say florist shop will they get angry?).
However, recently florist’ s tastes are being
consistently crowded out and reluctantly people
that enter the shops seem to hesitate.
Shouldn’t we open the door a bit more and aim
to turn the focus towards flowers being
accessible and important in people’ s daily
lives? There is a demand for this in relation to
flower shops.

This is an account of visiting a certain florist
running a certain flower shop from a certain town.
Incidentally, this store was truly “the town florist”
and the inside of the shop was especially
cluttered. Even then, of course the local
neighborhood customers came, and actually
people that saw the shop often stopped inside as
well. In fact, this store never seemed to lack of a
customer of some kind or another. It was not that
this florist was satisfied with himself, rather he
caught the eye of the people, was unpretentious,
and gave sensible advice. He was relentless in his
efforts to give advice in regards to the desires of
the people that stopped by and this left a strong
lasting impression. If this kind of street corner
flower shop grew in numbers then it is our great
wish that the allure of our mums could be
warmly conveyed rather than stiffly detailed.
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Who is it that seeks perfection?

In Japan, without being limited to flowers,
agricultural product standards, meaning size, weight,
shape, color, taste, and so forth must adhere to strict
criteria before the product can be distributed. It could
probably be said that this is the approach Japan
takes to be able to boast about its quality and trust
from customers around the world. However, even this
being the case, recently this kind of regulation
becoming more commonplace is worrisome. In the
case of flower materials, should it be said that as a
result, according to these criteria, all flower shops
and consumers should only seek perfect flower
materials?

Through our variety development we took notice that
there exists a gap between consumer needs and the
established criteria of distributors and growers. Time
and time again there are misgivings that the strict
nature of the current criteria makes it extremely
difficult to deliver the kind of flower that meets the
needs of those who wish to purely enjoy the flowers
around them. This is indeed a harsh reality for us,
who wish for more people to touch the beauty that
mums hold. Our option here is to, on top of stressing
the importance of making an “enjoyable” lifestyle a
reality, also obtain the elements that make it
possible.

It is important to rethink the way of thought up till
now, once again revisit and understand the varied
needs of the end user, and then return to putting
these needs as the base of our standards. In this
way it would likely be possible to appeal more to the
end user by allowing them to see the true nature of
chrysanthemum beauty. And then, would it not both
increase the mum’ s prevalence and demonstrate its
comparative superiority?
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Disbud varieties for

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This pink mum has short petals with fine slits inside that spread
out evenly to the point that it resembles a fluffy carpet. Even
with the large diameter this flower and its beloved milky pink
are overflowing with cuteness. Breaking through the general
concept of a chrysanthemum this gem is aimed at designers.
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It is a light pink decoration type mum with a
Japanese flare. Its unique petals feel as if
each one was individually spun from the
softest silk and it leaves an impression that
could put anyone’ s heart at ease.
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This time for the creation of our 2017 catalogues we chose to focus
on how distributors, florists, and consumers convey the captivating
allure of mums instead of dedicating everything to cultivation methods
and variety characteristics. Accordingly, instead of having the point of
view of a breeding company we decided to ask the opinion of those
that actually handle flowers in all capacities and Hibiyakadan Inc. was
kind enough to cooperate.

Since its founding in 1872 Hibiyakadan has done everything from
manage shops to work with family ceremonial functions to forestation
and more. Currently they have expanded to have over 180 flower
shops in various places around the country and have an extremely
influential voice in the flower business. Below is the conversation we
had when speaking with both the head flower buyer and the main
shop sales representative concerning mums and flower distribution.

Looking at the mum samples | received from Deliflor Japan | am once
again amazed by the amount of different varieties available. In the past it
was a flower strongly connected with Obon (Lantern Festival) and
Ohigan (Equinoctial week), but now many varieties can be had all year
round and mum catalogues even for things like mother' s day can be found.
The quality and the vase life are quite superior and with the exceedingly
strong petals themselves, it is quite the work efficient flower. Since
weddings and party settings in general often decorate some days in
advance the mum is exceptionally easy to use.

Only, when stocking there are sometimes occasions where the leaves are
damaged. Of course, there are times when the leaves are not necessary,
but it is best to receive it upon arrival in the best shape possible. For
this, it would be helpful to have some device to aid a bit during
transportation.

After all, if you talk about the flower shape, the disbud decorative type
most certainly does draw in the eyes. All flowers are gorgeous, but to
compare something like dahlia to a rose then there is no clear winner.
Also, even the single type which has a strong connection to Buddhist
memorial services, | am pleasantly surprised by the rare and often
multiple colors when put in actual use. | always look forward to using
the refreshingly shaped single types, for | am particularly fond of such
flower shapes during the summertime.

But, for Valentine’ s Day or Good Couple
Day there are many more men, and this trend
continues to increase year after year.”

Recently the customer age range has become surprisingly wide and
we are happy to think that more people from various generations are
enjoying flowers. However, there is a tendency for demand to be
higher for special events and so we are currently working to increase
the proportion purchased for home use.

When purchasing the most asked question is concerning the flower’ s
vase life. This is especially true for people intending to purchase
flowers as a gift. Also, after questions regarding vase life, people ask
a lot about flower symbolism. By the way, it seems like many people
state mums to be symbolic of things like “nobility” and “true love.”

“The demand for basic types of flowers is stable,
but customers are much more responsive to rare
flower colors and shapes.”

— Trendy flowers and the impetus for their trendiness.

From long ago pink and red roses were popular as a staple, but when
lined up against other flower types or ones with rare colors and
shapes, they draw much attention from customers. If | were to say there
was a popular color for this year then it would have to be yellow and
orange kind of colors. Gray coloring was also popular. Also, till now
large showy flower varieties were popular, but from here on it is likely
that flowers with a more natural feel will become a bit more popular.
There are many impetuses behind trends, but there is a link between
the increased sales of flowers like Dahlia or Eustoma and their
presence in things like wedding center commercials and catalogue. In
the same manner, we think that if we place a flower that is planned to
come out in a flower arrangement catalogues then we can introduce it
to customers beforenand which makes it is easier to increase sales.

For example, if things like the climate, culture, and
religion are different in Asian countries then the
national character also differs. This being the case,
determining the appropriate direction for a breeding
program becomes exceedingly difficult. Based on an
enormous amount of data, from the midst of infinite
breeding possibilities, beauty, productivity, and
marketability must be comprehensively evaluated.
There are varieties created without giving a second
thought as there are often times when planned
varieties end up falling short. However, in this
business where there is an extremely low chance of
having continuous success the more we agonize the
more our motivation grows. Why is this?

Flowers are a tool with the ability to deeply improve
people’ s daily lives. Also, greatly unigue mums
pPossess the fascinating ability to illuminate various
scenes of daily life. The time that there are thoughts
of reward during hard work are the same times that
the end user can see before themselves their own
distinctly luxuriant lifestyle. Simply put, our high
motivation for breeding flowers stems from our belief
in people searching for happiness and the very
instant that wish is fulfilled. That is the true pleasure
of plant breedins.

Using chrysanthemums for funeral use: In Japan
there are still strong remnants of Buddhist imagery
connected to chrysanthemums. There seems to exist
opposition in regards to the floral use of even
western mums, which have a vast array of both
varying shapes and colors. While it can be said that
mums have come to be used in a decorative way little
by little, this kind of application is still rather limited.

Realizing the current situation: On the other hand,
due to the simplification of family funerals, the usage
of funeral flowers has decreased and ceremonies
using flowers liked by the deceased, regardless of
religious restraints, are becoming more diversified.
Accordingly, year by year the times that
chrysanthemums had a monopoly on appearing at
funeral ceremonies has also come to dwindle. As the
previous tendency for elements of shadow being a
strong presence in funeral ceremonies changes the
demand for flowers other than chrysanthemums is
demonstrably growing.

Dealing with fixed ideas: As a result, if one were to
ask chrysanthemum breeders like ourselves if this
state of affairs made us pessimistic, we would
actually state that we contrarily view it as a mid-long
term positive. Being released from the
“funeral=chrysanthemum” ideology is a great
chance, at least for western chrysanthemums, to let
their superiority compared to other flowers shine and
in the end we look forward to their increased
prevalence.

Broadening the scope of thought: Of course, as
chrysanthemum breeders we are on board, so the
speed will invariably depend on the efforts of

chrysanthemum growers. The biggest problem facing
these western mums with such great potential is the
currently small amount on the market. Accordingly, it
is indispensable to have the growers who came to
target the demand for “funeral flowers” to realize the
current situation and broaden their scope of thought.
Additionally, though one possible prediction of an
increase in the market is a drop in the price, this is
the very reason we have always and will always
continue to strive to develop highly productive and
high quality varieties through our vigorous research.

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Western mums have a curiously strong ability to
bestow beauty in a variety of settings. Each flower
having its own beauty is universally accepted, but
for better or worse there are most certainly cases
where the flower itself cannot display such beauty
due to things like the place and/or time that it is
used.
